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Iceland's weather is unpredictable. We may have to meet road closure when
the weather is bad, and face unexpected situations at any time, and then
change the itinerary / accommodation.

Some attractions require a short walk to reach.

Tour members need to have strong physical fitness, no underlying diseases
(asthma, high blood pressure, heart disease) and enough equipment to
withstand the cold temperature.

Summer: Iceland offers not only the midnight sun but also the opportunity to
observe adorable puffins. Many places in Iceland are habitats for puffins, and
we will explore them together (subject to weather conditions). Due to Iceland's
high latitude, summer sunlight lasts almost all day, UV radiation can be strong,
sun protection measures are necessary. Summer temperature is pleasant, but
it's important to stay warm. Typically between 10-15°C.

Autumn: The aurora will be tracked throughout the journey, but the aurora is a
peculiar natural phenomenon that requires luck and a positive mindset, and
can only be seen when the weather is clear.

This tour will travel throughout Iceland in a private transport driven by a
professional Icelandic driver (accompanied by a tour leader photoshoot
throughout the journey). Each day, there will be a change of accommodation
location to provide tour members with a comprehensive experience of Iceland.
We will primarily choose hotels for accommodation. If staying in a hotel, dinner
will be provided externally, and the hotel will include breakfast for the
following day. If staying in guesthouses, we can also take the group to
supermarkets to purchase ingredients for everyone to prepare breakfast and
dinner together.
